2020 Damiana Vineyard Chardonnay  

Three Bottles Included 

Our oldest vineyard, planted in 1978, often produces our densest and 

most opulent Chardonnay. It’s exposure is primarily southwestern,  

which can mean more, which can mean more sun during the growing 

season; though this site is heavily influenced by maritime breeze most 

afternoons. Shallow top soils of fractured Lambert shale and mudstone 

limit vigor and lead to wines with great concentration and intensity. 

Great natural acidity helps the wine keep its shape and leads to a 

deeply flavored palate. The low yields in 2020 have given us an even 

greater level of concentration and intensity. The fruit character in this 

site is more stone fruit than citrus, with minerals and baking spice 

accent.

2019 Mindego Ridge Vineyard Pinot Noir

Mindego Ridge Vineyard is located at the western end of Alpine Rd. 

near the town of La Honda. It is a perfectly exposed south facing 

hillside in a very cool spot. The clay loam over shale soils produce 

wines of great intensity.  

 

“The 2019 Pinot Noir Mindego Ridge Vineyard captures all the 

personality of this site. Deceptively weightless in feel, the 2019 builds 

beautifully in the glass, showing a beguiling mix of translucent energy 

and structure. Sweet, dried cherry, mint, crushed rocks, rose petals and 

dried herbs are all beautifully laced together. This is made in an 

especially savory and mineral style, while the fruit is more pushed into 

the background.”

2019 Walker’s Nebbiolo 

Three Bottles Included 
We farm two Nebbiolo at two dramatically different sites. Gist Ranch 

Estate is just over an acre situated on heavily fractured Vacqueros 

Sandstone. High in elevation and mostly above the fog, this site 

consistently ripens this fickly variety and is the backbone our Nebbiolo 

wines. Our Winery Estate Nebbiolo is sourced from a small 0.3 acre 

hillside perched just above the Rapley Trail Vineyard. 

Our 2019 Nebbiolo does a really great job of balancing its richness and 

fruit character with soft but very dense tannins, bright acidity, and 

pretty, high-toned aromatics. Crushed cherry and strawberry jam lead 

into aromas of rosehips, hibiscus tea and alpine herbs.

2020 Vintage 
Devastation defines the 2020 
vintage. A mostly mild but dry 
season was punctuated by dry 
lightning and wind on August 
16th, igniting the CZU complex 
fire, which burned within 10 miles 
of the winery. The smoke 
enveloped the vineyards affecting 
the character of the fruit.  
 
We made the gut-wrenching 
decision that no red wine was to 
be bottled from the vintage, as 
the wines we made before we 
were sure of the damage 
displayed very characteristic 
smokey flavors and texture. We 
did conclude that if we were 
careful in pressing, we could 
make white wines that escaped 
the worst of the smokey 
character. While our losses in the 
vineyard pale in comparison to 
the loss of home and life from the 
fire, it was a heart-breaking year 
none the less. 

 
2019 Vintage 
The 2019 vintage will go down as 
a classic year in the Santa Cruz 
Mountains. Some unsettled 
weather in the spring resulted in 
poor flowering, lower yields in 
some blocks. The summer was 
warm, but not oppressively so- 
the lack of extreme heat events 
was a welcome change. Harvest 
began in mid-September, 
finishing up in mid to late October 
- relatively late compared to the 
recent string of early harvests. 
The wines are concentrated with 
a fine balance of structure and 
fruit intensity. Site expression 
seems amplified; low yields and 
moderate temperatures often 
lead to some of our most singular 
and terroir driven wines.

2019 La Vida Bella Vineyard Chardonnay

The La Vida Bella vineyard is located above the floor of the Pleasant 

Valley area of Corralitos. Joe Quink and Pam Minnis' site features a 

large swale on the northern section of the vineyard with some of the 

steepest terrain in the area. 

 

“The 2019 Chardonnay La Vida Bella Vineyard is distinguished by its 

phenolic-like feel. As with the Pinot, the Vida Bella Chardonnay has a 

bit of structure driving its overall feel. Strong mineral, savory and earthy 

tones are front and center in this mid-weight yet potent Chardonnay 

from Fogarty. I would give this a year or two in the bottle. I very much 

like the weight and overall intensity, but the 2019 needs to soften a bit.”

The James Thomas’s Block (former ‘M’ Block) sits just above Henry 

Aryton’s Block (former ‘B’ Block), moving from the bottom of the top of 

the Rapley Trail Vineyard. The soil is shallow and rocky, and the 

exposure lends itself to a great amount of wind. These factors 

contribute to a unique flavor profile and well-structured wine. 

"The Rapley Trail Vineyard James Thomas Block shows the more 

refined side of this site. Like the other Rapley Pinots, there is plenty of 

structure, but here the aromatics are more effusive than Henry's. 

Chalk, white pepper, rose petal and sweet dried cherries open up 

nicely, with clean, saline underpinnings that wrap it all together."–

2018 Vintage 
2018 was another dry, but not       
particularly warm winter. This 
changes in early February. A 
system of high pressure brought 
daytime temperatures into the 
70s, warming the dry soil and 
initiating bud break on the early 
side in some of our vineyard 
sites. In March an arctic cold  
front settled in and brought 
nighttime temperatures down to 
freezing, which risked frost 
damage to the new  
shoot growth. 
 
Summer was mostly mild,  
leading to a slightly later harvest 
than other recent vintages. 
These wines are poised and 
complex with depth and 
structure. Yields were low due to 
the early spring, but this 
concentrated the wines, which 
leads us to believe that they 
have a long.

2018 Rapley Trail Vineyard ‘Henry Ayrton’s Block’ Pinot Noir

Henry Ayrton's Block, lies at the lowest portion of the Rapley Trail 

Vineyard and is always the first block to ripen; its position at the bottom 

of the vineyard allows for some protection from the elements. The soil 

is fractured shale, shallow, and well-drained. These factors contribute 

to a unique flavor profile, great texture, and dense mouthfeel. 

 

“Extremely elegant aromas of black-cherry cream, lavish purple flowers 

and even rich blueberry show on the nose of this bottling. There's a 

ripe boysenberry core to the palate, which is packaged in a silky texture 

and offers complex hints of tarragon, elderflower and mint. It offers an 

uplifting experience.”
