2018 was another dry, not
particularly warm winter. In early
February, however, a high pressure
system brought daytime
temperatures into the 70s, warming
dry soil and initiating bud break in
the earlier sections of some vineyard
sites. False springs of this nature -
Clay Loam soils with record high temperatures - have
become much more common in
recent years. In March, an arctic cold

down to freezing, risking frost
damage to the new shoot growth.
The summer was mostly mild, leading
to a normal to late harvest compared
to other recent vintages. Yields were
low because of the early spring,
concentrating the wines and leading
us to believe they have a long life
ahead. The wines are poised and
complex, with depth and structure.

The clay loam over shale soils produce wines of great
intensity. This is one of the more exciting new
plantings in the Santa Cruz Mountains.
